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Goals of the Bakhtin’ s Dialogue Theory and Norms of the Dialogue Subject

Abstract: In the modern society, the monologue discourse occupies a strong dominant space in the thought art,
ideology and bureaucracy, thus the whole modern society is filled with “a sense of consciousness, a point of
view” of the struggle and the exclusion of the state. Bakhtin analyzed the dominant position situation and character-
istics of the monologue discourse, criticized the stale of modern society’ s monologue, and tried to construct the
dialogue theory to solve the social dilemma. He used the concept of participatory thinking and the divided concept to
regulate the subject of dialogue, the former promotes the integration of the internal value norms and behavior of the
interlocutors, and urges the dialogue subject to realize the social responsibility in action, and solves the crisis
caused by the gap between the behavior motivation and the product of the modern society; the latter construct the
dialogue subject with uniqueness and irreplaceability as the responsibility undertaker, regulates the behavior men-
tality model of the dialogue subject, puts forward the solution to the crisis of modern people’ s responsibility in

theory, and provides the conceptual and logical basis for the construction of dialogue theory.
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
